Bamboo is part of the grass family with only a few species native to the U.S. of which river cane is the most familiar. All of the other species have been imported, many coming through the Bamboo research center in Savannah. Bamboo is a fascinating material with multiple uses and a long and interesting history. My Bamboo “Slat Paintings” are made of locally harvested bamboo. I cut in several areas ranging from South Carolina to South Georgia. Each grove offers a different species of bamboo. Some of the varieties I use are: Giant Timber, Tiger, Black, Moso, Robert Young and Fishing Pole bamboo.

The bamboo forms a beautiful, eco-friendly canvas to which I add my hand made papers, strings, metallic accents, wire, paint, mica, repurposed objects etc. Really, anything that I find of interest is fair game. After I prepare and embellish the slats, I then weave them together with Irish waxed linen using a weighted bobbin technique.
Each Bamboo Slat Painting is a one-of-a-kind artwork inspired by and built on nature’s bounty. Enjoy!
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
